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Family Promise of Gwinnett County, Inc.
(FPGC) isanonprofit 501(c)(3), non-
denominational organization for familiesin
transition and part of a national organization
founded in 1986. The Family Promise Network
Program brings shelter, meals, and support
services to families without homes through a
network of local congregations. There are five
basic components to a Network Program.

1. Congregations. The hosting of families
rotates weekly among 19 Host Congregationsin
the Network. In turn, each host congregation
provides lodging, three meals aday, and caring
hospitality 3-4 times ayear. Support
Congregations assi st the Network by providing
regular volunteers and funds.

2. Day Center: Guests use alocal Day Center
from 7:30 AM to 5:00 PM, where a professional
social worker provides case management
services. There, guests pursue employment, care
for pre-school children, shower, and do laundry.
3. Transportation: The Network Van transports
guests to and from the Day Center and to other
needed appointments.

4. Volunteers: Volunteers are essential to our
success and provide a wide range of serviceslike
cooking and serving meals, playing with children
or helping them with homework, interacting with
guests with respect and compassion, and
providing overnight security.

5. Fundraising: The organization is financed
through donations, grants, and fundraising
events.

Our mission isto mobilize communities of
congregations that partner with social service
agencies to end homelessness, one family at a
time.

Why is Family Promise Needed?

The average age of a homeless person in
the United States is 9 years old.

Families are the fastest growing segment of
the homeless population, representing about
41% of all homeless people.

Requests for emergency shelter by families
increased by 5% over the last year. 32% of
shelter requests by families were unmet.

The Gwinnett County School System
accommodated over 3,000 homeless students
during the 2005-2006 school year.

In 2008 there were 24,225 evictions and
13,758 foreclosures in Gwinnett County.

It is estimated that 60% of the homeless
family population in Gwinnett County are
children and 50% of the children are under the
age of six.

There are no shelters for homeless families
in Gwinnett County.

20 families, comprised of 26
adults and 38 children, were
served. 75% of families were
single parent households.

53% of children served were age
5 and younger.

The average stay was 62 days.

3,722 bed nights of lodging and
11,166 meals were provided.
